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The Janet Fund Grant Application for AED Donation
Currently, The Janet Fund makes grants available only to New Jersey based organizations.
Please be advised grants are reviewed on a monthly basis. All grant applicants must agree to the following terms or the grant will not be considered.

1. All grant recipients must be a non-profit organization or a school located in New Jersey.

2. If the grant recipient is a youth athletic team or organization, all coaches must be certified in both CPR and AED usage and must maintain the certification as long as they coach.

3. If the grant recipient is a school, at least 8 people in the school must be trained in CPR and AED usage at all times and the certification must be maintained at that level indefinitely.

4. If the grant recipient is any other youth organization you must meet the guidelines set fourth for schools at a minimum.

5. All grant recipients must provide an emergency action plan with the grant application. Without an emergency action plan the grant will not be considered.

6. All grant recipients will ensure that the AED is available at all times and is never locked away.

7. All grant recipients will maintain the units as instructed by the manufacturer and have proper medical oversight.

8. All grant recipients agree to raise a minimum of $400 to donate to The Janet Fund so other organizations may continue to receive grants.

9. All grant recipients agree that should they not want or can’t maintain the AED, they will return it back to The Janet Fund, so it can be re-donated to another organization.

10. All grant recipients agreeing to the above and approved by the Board of Directors will receive 1 AED, 1 year of medical oversight and maintenance, training for up to 8 people in both CPR and AED usage and if wanted one J.A.N.E.T Bag ( an emergency response bag/ first aid kit)

In agreeing to these terms, the grant recipient acknowledges that should the grant recipient fail to meet any of the above guidelines or maintain the guidelines; The Janet Fund will seek to have the donation returned immediately to The Janet Fund.
